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Introduction

Research generates and organises knowledge by the systematic investigation and study of materials
and sources. The value and positive impact of research is dependent on trust. Upholding the
principles of research integrity makes research trustworthy.

The Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) is an economic forum comprised of 21 member
economies. There are cultural differences across APEC economies and varying approaches towards
undertaking research in each of these economies. Research is increasingly an international activity,
with collaborative exchanges becoming more commonplace. Research practices that prioritise
integrity are essential as these activities expand on a global scale. The absence of a shared set of
principles for research integrity is seen as a barrier to increased researcher mobility and
collaboration between researchers in APEC economies.

The APEC Guiding Principles for Research Integrity provide guiding principles and responsibilities
shared by researchers, institutions, and funders or sponsors of research in APEC economies. The
APEC Guiding Principles for Research Integrity are non-binding and may be adopted, endorsed or
adapted by researchers, institutions, funders, sponsors and others involved in the research
endeavour to guide trustworthy and responsible research. The APEC Guiding Principles for Research
Integrity are intended to provide a common language of what is meant by research integrity within
APEC economies. The APEC Guiding Principles for Research Integrity are also intended to enable
greater mobility and exchange of research and researchers between APEC economies.

The APEC Guiding Principles for Research Integrity were produced by Dr Daniel Barr and Dr Paul
Taylor of RMIT University, Australia with significant contributions made by colleagues and
participants from across the APEC economies. A desktop review of the research integrity systems
across APEC economies was conducted as well as a series of face-to-face consultations with
representatives from the research integrity systems of selected APEC economies including Chile,
Peru, Viet Nam, Indonesia and Malaysia. A modified Delphi process of iteration with experts from
across APEC economies that comprised two online surveys and a face-to-face workshop was
undertaken to generate a near to consensus set of guiding principles and responsibilities for
research integrity. This process included defining, selecting and ranking the principles and
responsibilities that were seen to be the most important for trustworthy and responsible research.

The development of the APEC Guiding Principles for Research Integrity was sponsored by the
Australian Government Department of Education, Skills and Employment and was approved by the
RMIT University human research ethics committee (Approval 21609-08/18).
