	In 2013, constitutional reforms transformed the legal framework on competition and telecommunications and created two autonomous bodies, the Federal Economic Competition Commission (COFECE) and the Federal Telecommunications Institute (IFT), as the competent authority for economic competition matters in broadcasting and telecommunications sectors. Both as autonomous bodies, each with its own legal personality, with the purpose to promote, protect and guarantee free market access and economic competition, as well as to prevent, investigate and combat monopolistic practices, unlawful concentrations and other restrictions to the efficient functioning of markets.

The reform also established specialized courts on telecommunications, broadcasting and economic competition. The reforms allow COFECE to be independent in its resolutions and its operation. Also, to issue a new regulatory framework including its own regulatory provisions, guidelines, and technical criteria.
In addition, the Constitution granted COFECE with the power to file a constitutional appeal named constitutional controversy, before the National Supreme Court of Justice when another autonomous body, the Executive or the Legislative branch, would have invaded its faculties.
The reform gave both competition authorities the capacity to issue its own rules detailing the application of the Constitution and the federal laws and reduced the number of reviewing instances (administrative or judicial) to its decisions, limiting them to a single trial that must be filed before a specialized judge. It also limited the capacity of the judiciary to suspend the competition authorities’ final decisions.
This reforms developed the current Federal Economic Competition Law (LFCE) that enables competition authorities to declare and order measures to eliminate barriers to competition, regulate access to essential inputs, and to order the divestiture of assets, rights or shares of the economic agents in the necessary proportions to eliminate anticompetitive effects. 
Additionally, it separates the investigation as itself from the decision processes, in order to investigate the cases independently from the resolution instance.

	Article 12 of the Federal Economic Competition Law enables international cooperation with other public authorities and provides competition authorities may give opinions on competition matters when Mexico is part of international agreements. 

In this sense, COFECE works closely with competition authorities from other countries when:

· A cross-border merger or international anticompetitive behaviour has significant competition effects in Mexico.

· Their decisions may affect other jurisdictions or vice versa.

· They need to discuss issues of common interest with other agencies during complex cross-border cases and to compare approaches with other authorities reviewing the same case.

Cooperation can also take place based on several instruments that set the formal framework for cooperation with other jurisdictions such as:

· Free Trade Agreements 

· Bilateral competition-law agreements between the Mexican federal government and other governments.

· Bilateral agreements between Mexican competition authorities and competition authorities of other jurisdictions.

Since its creation, COFECE has closely worked with competition agencies from other countries. The signing of bilateral agreements and memorandums of understanding has enabled COFECE to participate in a variety of cooperation activities. 

COFECE also actively collaborates in international cooperation organizations such as the OECD’s Competition Committee, the International Competition Network (ICN), UNCTAD and regional forums such as APEC. 

The main objective of this bilateral and multilateral cooperation is to promote the convergence of competition policy instruments and practices across jurisdictions, as well as the exchange of points of view and experiences in terms of law enforcement.

Additionally, Mexican Competition Authorities participate in the meetings of APEC Competition Policy and Law Group (CPLG) and the workshops derived from APEC projects under the CPLG.

Mexico, through IFT, developed the Project CPLG 02 2018 “Competition Policy for Regulating Online Platforms in the APEC Region” with APEC funding, which was completed in the same year. In this context, Mexico hosted a 3-day APEC Workshop on Competition Policy for Regulating Online Platforms in the Asia-Pacific Region on 7-9 May 2019, in IFT headquarters in Mexico City, Mexico. As a result, an electronic report was published, which included the results of a survey of APEC economies competition policy legal frameworks and procedures, along with recommendations to strengthen competition authorities’ enforcement tools and to advocate for a competition-supportive and technologically-neutral approach to the assessment of online platforms in the APEC region.

Mexico’s competition authorities regularly cooperate with foreign authorities to exchange experiences on the analysis of mergers notified in several jurisdictions.
Mexico held a peer review of its competition policy, law and practices by the OECD, which will be published on February 2020. Mexico participates in the biannual meetings of the OECD Competition Committee, its Latin-American and Global Forums, and other workshops and training programmes.
